a- Write briefly about the composer of this Samai "Tatyos Efendi". (indicate your reference).
b- Which of the instruments present is not typically Middle Eastern? In what other Western music style is it used?
c- What is traditionally the principal rhythmic pattern played in the first 3 khanat? 

d- What is the instrument played by the conductor? Research briefly about the characteristics and playing style of this instrument. 
e- The performance opens with the qanun playing an improvisation which is not part of the Samai. In your opinion, what is the purpose of this improvisation? (Set the character and emotional context of the maqam, display traits of virtuosity, both…) Develop your answer.
f- Using the table below, indicate the starting time (in minutes and seconds) of each khana and taslim. (hint: every khana and Taslim is played twice)
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g- As usual, the fourth khana contrasts mainly with the previous ones in rhythm and tempo. What is the rhythmic pattern played if the time signature here becomes 3/4? Name another Samai that uses the same rhythm in its 4th khana.
h- After K4, the conductor plays an improvisation which is not originally part of the Samai. While there could be several possible reasons for this musical brackets, name at least two and justify your answer. 
i- If this music was played faster, would it become a Longa? Draw a table in which you indicate the similarities and differences between the 2 forms.
j- Is the last taslim played twice identically? Do you note any particular thing about the performance strategy throughout?
k- Describe what you find interesting about this music. (musically, emotionally…)

However, at 4.28, this sad mood suddenly breaks with a quick modulation to another maqam. With the lyrics taken into account, what does this change suggest to the listener?
