4) Decorated and empty bier for missing bodies

5) Laments at the tomb are made

6) A speech

II) Pericles’ Speech

1) The Disagreement (P144)

a) Doesn’t agree that a speech should be made over the dead soldiers

b) Enough for glories to be proclaimed in actions

c) Courage and manliness should not be hazarded on one’s speech

2) The Ancestors (P 145)

a) Their courage and virtues handed a free country

b) They deserve praise

c) Added all the empire with blood and toil

3) The Constitution (P 145)

a) Democracy (Power in hands of whole people and not a minority)

2) It is for the good of the Melians that the Athenians came to bring them into the latter’s empire (P 402)

3) Melians saved from a disaster and Athenians profit form them (Increase in size and security of empire) (P 403)

5) The Melians don’t want to ally with the Athenians, they still have hope of standing upright (P 404)
