The sky He raised, and established the balance,
So that you do not infringe the balance,
But measure in fairness, and not shortchange the balance. [9]

The earth He laid out for the living,
Wherein are fruits and palms in clusters,
Grains on stalks, and sweet-scented flowers. [12]

He created mankind from thin clay, like earthenware,
And created the Jinn from shimmering flame.

Sura 53:The Star
In the name of God,
Merciful to all,
Compassionate to each!

By the star when it plunged!
Your companion has not veered from the truth, nor is he misguided.
Nor is he uttering his own fancies. 
It is but an inspiration, being inspired,
Taught him by one immense in power, daunting.
He took his stand, being on the upper horizon,
Then came near and hung suspended,
And was two-bows length, or closer.
And He inspired His servant with what He inspired him. [10]

The mind did not question what it saw.
Do you dispute with him what he saw?

And he saw him a second time,
By the Lote-tree of the Extremity,
Near which is the Garden of Refuge,
When there covered the Lote-tree that which covered it. [16]

The eye neither veered nor overreached.
He saw some of his Lord’s greatest wonders.

Have you considered al-Lat* and al-`Uzza*?
And Manat*, the third, the other?
To you belong males and to Him females?
What a crooked way of sharing!
They are but names that you and your forefathers coined:
Regarding them God sent down no authority.
They merely follow their caprice, and what their souls hanker for,
Even though Guidance has come to them from their Lord. [23]

Or will man obtain what he longs for?
To God belong the Last and the First.

How many an angel there is in heaven whose intercession is of no avail,
Save when God permits it to whom He wills, and with whom He is well pleased. [26]

Those who believe not in the hereafter give the angels female names,
But of this they have no knowledge,
And merely follow surmise,
Though surmise avails nothing when compared to truth. [28] 

Therefore, shun him who turns away from Our Remembrance,
And desires only the present world. 
Such is the extent of their knowledge.
Your Lord knows best who has strayed from His path,
And knows best who has found guidance. [30]

To God belongs whatever is in the heavens and the earth,
That He may requite the wicked for what they committed,
And reward the good with good.

And they who refrain from major sins and debaucheries, save minor misdemeanors---
Towards them your Lord is assuredly expansive in His forgiveness.
He knows you best, ever since He created you from the earth,
Ever since you were embryos in your mothers’ wombs.
Therefore, do not acclaim your own virtue,
For He knows best who is truly pious. [32]

Have you considered him who turned away?
Who gave a little and then withheld?

That no soul burdened shall bear the burden of another;
That man shall gain only what he endeavors;

That it is He who causes laughter and weeping;
Who brings about death and life;
Who created pairs, male and female,
From a sperm-drop, when discharged;
That it is He who shall undertake the Second Creation;
And He who is richest and most bountiful;
That He is Lord of Sirius*,
And He who destroyed ancient `Ad *and Thamud*, leaving no trace of them,
And before them the people of Noah—assuredly more wicked and transgressing.
And it was He who toppled the towns, now in ruins,
When there enveloped them what enveloped. [54]

So which of your Lord’s bounties do you wish to question?
Here now is a warner, one among others before him.
The Imminent Event is at hand!
It shall have no revealer apart from God. [58]

So is it this discourse that you find so strange?
And you laugh instead of weeping---lost in your frivolity?

Bow to God and worship! [62]

Sura 50 (one verse)
We created man and know what his soul murmurs to him,
But We are nearer to him than his jugular vein. [16]
Sura 23 (one verse)
But when the Trumpet is blown, no ties of kinship between them shall there be on that Day, nor will they question each other about them. [101]

Sura 2 
They say: “Become Jews or Christians and you will be guided aright.” 
Say: “Rather, the religion of Abraham, of pristine faith. Nor was he a polytheist.” 
Say: “We believe in God, and in what was revealed to us,
In what was revealed to Abraham, to Ishmael, to Isaac and Jacob and the Tribes,
In what was revealed to Moses and Jesus,
In what was revealed to prophets by their Lord.
We make no distinction between any of them,
And to Him we surrender.” (136)
Sura 2 (“The Throne verses”  “Ayat al-Kursi”)
God,
There is no god but He,
Living and Everlasting.
Neither slumber overtakes Him nor sleep.
To Him belongs what is in the heavens and what is on earth.
Who shall intercede with Him except by His leave?
He knows their present affairs and their past.
And they do not comprehend of His knowledge except what He wills.
His throne encompasses the heavens and the earth; 
Preserving them is no burden to Him.
He is the Exalted, the Majestic.[255]

There is no compulsion in religion.
Right guidance has been distinguished from error.
He who repudiates idols and believes in God,
Has grasped a handle most firm, unbreakable.
God is All-Hearing, All-Knowing.[256]
Sura 2
A kind word followed by magnanimity is better than charity followed by rudeness. 
God is All-Sufficient, All-Forbearing. [263]
Sura 3
The likeness of Jesus in God’s sight is like Adam. He created him of dust then said to him Be! And he was. This is the truth from Your Lord, so be not among those who doubt. Whoso argues with you about him after the Knowledge that has come to you, say: “Come, let us call together our children and your children, our women and your women, ourselves and yourselves, and let us devoutly pray, and call down God’s curse upon those who lie.”  
This is the true narrative. There is no god but God. It is God Who is the Almighty, the All-Wise. If they turn away, God knows full well who are the sowers of discord.  [63]

Say: “People of the Book, let us rally around a discourse common to us and you: that we worship none but God, that we associate nothing with Him, that we do not take each other as lords apart from God.” 
If they turn away, say: “Bear witness that we are Muslims.”[64]
Sura 4
Deliver their monies to orphans and do not substitute corrupt for pure. Do not consume their wealth by adding it to your own, for this would be an outrage most grievous. If you fear you will not be fair towards orphans, so too with marriage. Marry whoever pleases you among women--- two, three or four; but if you fear you will not be fair to them all, then one only, or else what you own of slaves. This would be closer to impartiality. Give women their dowry, a free-offering. And if they willingly offer you any of it, then consume it in peace of mind and wholesomeness. Entrust not your wealth to spendthrifts, wealth that God provided you for maintenance. Provide for them from it, and clothe them and speak kindly to them. Put orphans to the test until they reach the age of marriage. If you observe in them maturity of mind, hand their monies over to them. Do not consume it in dissipation or in haste before they come of age. Whoever is rich should hold back, abstemious; whoever is poor should spend it fairly and honestly.  When you deliver their monies to them, bring in witnesses thereof. God suffices as Reckoner.[6]

To males belongs a share of what was left by parents and closest relatives, and to females belongs a share of what was left by parents and closest relatives, be it little or much---a portion decreed. If the division of inheritance is attended by close of kin, orphans or the needy, give them from it and speak kindly to them. And let those who leave behind progeny that is weak and for whom they fear---let them beware! Let them fear God and let them speak a fitting word. They who consume the monies of orphans unjustly are in truth consuming fire in their bellies, and shall be scorched by a raging Flame. [10]

God commands you regarding your children: to the male what equals the share of two females. If they are females, and more than two, they inherit two thirds of what he leaves. If it be one female, she inherits half.  To the two parents of the deceased belongs a sixth each of what he leaves, if he has children. If childless, and his parents inherit, his mother receives one third of what he leaves. If he has brothers, his mother receives one sixth, after deducting any bequests or debts. Your parents or your children---you know not which of them is nearer to you in benefit. This is an apportionment from God. In truth, God is All-Knowing, All-Wise.[11]

To you belongs half of what your wives leave, provided they have no children. If they have a child, your portion is a quarter of what they leave, after deducting any bequests they have made or debts. Your wives’ share is a quarter of what you leave, if you have no child. If you have a child, their share is one eighth, after deducting any bequests or debts. If a man or woman dies leaving no heirs, but has a brother or sister, then the share of each is one sixth. If more, they are partners in one third, after deducting any bequests or debts, and provided the bequest is not to their detriment. Such is the decree of God. In truth, God is All-Knowing, All-Forbearing. [12]
Sura 4
So also by their blasphemy and their terrible words of slander against Mary, and their saying: “It is we who killed the Christ Jesus son of Mary, the messenger of God”. They killed him not nor did they crucify him , but so it was made to appear to them. Assuredly they killed him not, but God raised him up to Him. Among the People of the Book none there are but shall believe in him before his death, and on the Day of Resurrection he shall be a witness against them. [159]
We have revealed to you, as We revealed to Noah and the Prophets after him. We revealed to Abraham, Ishmael, Isaac, the Tribes; to Jesus, Job and Jonah, Aaron and Solomon. And We revealed the Psalms to David; Prophets whose stories We narrated to you already and Prophets whose stories We have not narrated to you--- And God spoke to Moses in plain speech---
prophets, bringers of glad tidings as well as warners, lest mankind have any argument with God after their coming. God is Almighty, All-Wise.[165]
O People of the Book, do not be excessive in your religion. Do not say about God anything but the truth. The Christ Jesus son of Mary is indeed the prophet of God and His word which He cast into Mary, and a spirit from Him. So believe in God and His Messengers and do not say “Three” ! Desist, for this would be best for you.[172]
Sura 5
And you will surely find that the nearest in amity towards the believers are those who say: “We are Christians” and that is because among them are priests and monks, and they do not grow proud. When they listen to what has been revealed to the Messenger, you will see their eyes overflowing with tears from the truth they recognize. They say: “Our Lord, we believe, so inscribe us among those who witness. Why should we not believe in God and what has come down to us of the truth? We yearn for our Lord to lead us in among the righteous community. God shall reward them for their speech---Gardens beneath which rivers flow, abiding therein for ever. [86]
Sura 6
No soul earns except what is charged to its account,
And no soul burdened shall bear the burden of another.
Thereafter to God is your homecoming,
And He will then acquaint you with that over which you differed.”[164]

It is He who made you inheritors of the earth, and elevated some of you over others, in order to test you in what He bestowed upon you. Your Lord is swift in punishment; your Lord is All-Forgiving, Compassionate to each. [165]

Sura 6

Remember when Abraham said to his father Azar: “Do you take idols as gods? I find you and your people manifestly astray.” This is how We made Abraham see the kingdom of the heavens and the earth, so that he would have certain faith. 
When night enveloped him he saw a star;
He said: “This is my Lord.”
When the star set, he said: “I love not things that set.”
When he saw the rising moon, he said:
“This is my Lord”, but when it set, he said:
“If my Lord does not guide me, I shall be among those who go astray.”
When he saw the rising sun he said:
“This is my Lord, for it is larger,” but when it set he said:
“O people, I am quit of your idolatry. I have set my face towards Him who created the heavens and the earth, pure in my worship, nor am I one who associates anything with God.”[79]
Sura 13
God is He who raised up the heavens without any pillars that you can see. 
Then He settled firmly on the Throne. 
He made the sun and moon to do His bidding, each running for an appointed time.
He governs the world;
He makes clear His revelations;
Perhaps you will be convinced of the encounter with your Lord. 

He it was who spread out the earth and placed in it towering mountains and rivers.
Of all fruits He planted therein two pairs.
He causes the day to envelop night.
In these are wonders to a people who reflect. [3]

On earth are tracts of land, adjoining one other: gardens of vines, cultivation, and palm trees, bunched up or single. They are all watered by one stream. Yet some We prefer to others in the nourishment they yield. Surely in these are signs to a people of understanding. 

Should you wonder, then wondrous indeed is what they say: “How can it be that once we are turned to dust we find ourselves created anew?” These are people who blaspheme against their Lord. These---chains shall encircle their necks. These are the people of the Fire, in which they shall abide for ever. They ask you to hasten calamity upon them rather than good fortune, though punishments in plenty have passed before them. Your Lord is forgiving towards mankind, despite their wickedness, but your Lord is grievous in torment. [6]
Sura 17
Your Lord decrees: that you worship none but Him, and graciousness to parents. 
If they attain old age with you, either or both, say not to them: “Phew!” and do not scold them but speak to them words of kindness. 
And lower to them the wing of humility, out of compassion, and say: “My Lord, grant them mercy, as they raised me up when I was young.” [24]
Sura 18
In this Qur’an We have elucidated to mankind every sort of parable and man is, of all beings, the most argumentative. [54]
Sura 19
A mention of your Lord’s mercy towards His servant Zachariah,
When he called out to his Lord, calling in seclusion.
He said: “My Lord, here I am. 
My bones have grown soft, and my head is aflame with grey hair. 
Nor was I ever chagrined when calling out to you, my Lord. 
I fear my kinsmen after I am gone, and my wife is barren. 
So grant me a kinsman from on high to be my heir and the heir of the House of Jacob, and make him, my Lord, acceptable to You.” [6]
And mention in the Book Mary, when she withdrew from her people to an eastern place. 
She set up a screen to veil her from them.
And We sent her Our Spirit, which appeared before her as an immaculate human. 
She said: “I take refuge in the All-Merciful from you, if you fear God.”
He said: “I am but a messenger from your Lord, to bestow upon you a son most pure.”
She said: “How can I have a son when no man has ever touched me, nor am I an adulteress?”
He said: “Thus did your Lord speak: ‘It is a matter easy for Me. We shall make him a wonder to mankind and a mercy from Us---a decree ordained.’”  [21]

So she conceived him and withdrew with him to a distant place. And labor pains came upon her by the trunk of a palm tree.
She said; “I wish I had died before this and become a thing utterly forgotten!”
He called out to her from beneath her: “Do not grieve. Your Lord has made a brook to flow beneath you. So shake towards you the trunk of the palm and it will drop down on you dates soft and ripe. Eat and drink and be of good cheer. And if you happen to see any human being, tell him: ‘I have vowed to the All-Merciful a fast, and will not speak a word today to any human being.’” [26]

And she came to her people, carrying him. 
They said: “O Mary, you have committed a monstrous act! Sister of Aaron, your father was not an evil doer nor was your mother an adulteress.”
She pointed to him.
They said: “How do we speak to an infant in his cradle?”
He said: “I am the servant of God. He brought me the Book and made me a Prophet, and made me blessed wherever I may be. He charged me with prayer and almsgiving as long as I live, and to be dutiful to my mother. And He did not make me arrogant and wicked. Peace be upon me the day I was born, the day I die, and the day I am resurrected, alive! ” [33]
This is Jesus, son of Mary: a statement of truth, concerning which they are in doubt. 

Sura 23
No nation can bring forward its appointed span of time, nor can they delay it. 
Then We sent Our Messengers, one after the other. Whenever a Messenger came to a nation, they called him a liar. So We made them follow one another into destruction, and made them into moral examples---Away with a people who do not believe! [44]

Sura 24
God is the light of the heavens and the earth.
His light is like a niche in which is a lantern,
The lantern in a glass,
The glass like a shimmering star,
Kindled from a blessed tree,
An olive, neither of the East nor of the West,
Its oil almost aglow, though untouched by fire.
Light upon light!
God guides to His light whomever He wills,
And strikes parables for mankind.
God has knowledge of all things. [35]

In houses which God permits to be raised,
And His name to be mentioned therein,
There He is glorified, morning and evening,
By men whom neither commerce nor trade, 
Distracts from the remembrance of God,
From constant prayer, and from giving alms.
They fear a Day when hearts and eyes will turn and turn again,
When God shall reward them for their best deeds,
And multiply His favors upon them.
And God bestows His bounty, uncountable,
Upon whomsoever He wills. [38]

As for the unbelievers, their works are like a mirage in a far-flung plain,
That a thirsty man imagines to be water,
Until, when he arrives thereto, he finds it to be nothing,
But there he finds God, Who pays him his account in full,
And God is swift to settle accounts.

Or else they are like shades obscure over a vast ocean,
Enveloped by the waves,
Above which are waves,
Above which is fog;
Darkest shades, piled one upon the other.
If he stretches forth his hand, he can scarcely see it. 
He on whom God sheds no light, no light has he. [40]

Do you not see how all that is in the heavens and earth glorifies God,
And the birds with wings outspread? 
Each has learnt his prayer and his glorification.
And God knows full well what they do. 

To God belongs the kingdom of the heavens and the earth,
And to God is the journey’s end. [42]

Do you not see how God drives the clouds, 
Then blends them together, 
Then turns them into billowing masses, and you can see the rain coming down from their crevices?
How He sends from the sky, from mountains therein, hailstones, with which He strikes whomever He wishes, and averts it from whomever He wishes?  
The flash of its lightning almost blinds the eyes. God alternates night with day; in this is a lesson to people of insight. [44]
Sura 26
Shall I tell you upon whom the demons descend?
They descend upon every lying villain,
Who gives ear but most of whom are liars.
And the poets---the tempters follow them.
Do you not see how they wander in every valley,
Boasting of things they have not done?
Except for those who believe and do good deeds,
Who mention the name of God often,
And who win through, after being wronged. 
Wrongdoers will surely know what adversity they shall fall upon! [227]
Sura 33

Muslim men and Muslim women,
Believing men and believing women,
Devout men and devout women,
Sincere men and sincere women,
Patient men and patient women,
Humble men and humble women,
Charitable men and charitable women, 
Fasting men and fasting women,
Men who guard their chastity, and women who guard their chastity,
Men who often remember God, and women who often remember God,
To all of them God has made ready a pardon and a glorious reward. [35]
Sura 59
He is God,
There is no god but He,
Knower of the Unseen and the Seen,
All-Merciful, Compassionate to each. [22]

He is God,
There is no god but He,
Sovereign, All-Holy, the Bringer of Peace,
The All-Faithful, the All-Preserver, 
The Almighty, the All-Compelling,
The All-Sublime!
Glory to Him far above what they associate with Him!

He is God,
The Creator, Originator, Giver of Forms,
To Him belong the Names most beautiful;
All on earth and in heaven magnify Him;
He is the Almighty, the All-Wise! [24]
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
